Committee Meetings were held in October 2019 and February 2020 at the Benromach Distillary and Knockomie Hotel respectively. The Executive Committee’s proposal to make changes to the Province Constitution and the future structure of Province Committee Meetings were set out and the rationale for those changes explained at the October Meeting, with the opportunity for questions regarding those changes taken at the subsequent February Meeting. 

Based on the experience of the two virtual Office Bearers’ Meetings and the virtual RCCC AGM, it was decided that it would be practical for the Province to hold a virtual AGM with a restricted Agenda in order to complete essential business prior to the start of the 2020-21 curling season, with the Prize Giving postponed to a later date when Scottish Government restrictions allow.

FINANCIAL REPORT 2020
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Moray Province East Match Secretary Report 2019/20

 Curling season 2019/20 was challenging in many ways, with curtailment of sport by Covid -19 meaning that most of the Divisions in the Province were concluded with one round yet to be played. The Province Executive decided that the season should be declared ended as at the date of Ice Rink closures. This was unfortunate for some teams in terms of relegation and promotion, but would have been equally unfortunate for other teams had we decided that no relegation or promotion should occur this season.

We have continued to be compromised by having no West Match Secretary and the return of and scrutinising of scorecards from Inverness has been far short of satisfactory.

On the ice, the winner of West Division 1 was Callum Greenwood’s Ardclach rink who, despite the cancellation of the final round of fixtures, were 3 points clear of the second placed rink. Ali Asher’s Nairn rink were the unfortunate relegation victims. Dalcross’s Mark Fraser was the clear Division 2 winner and will be joined in Division 1 by Bob Pottie of Nairn. Dan Torok and Seamus McArdle move up to Division 2 as winner and runner up respectively in Division 3.

In the East, Alan Campbell’s Buckie rink were clear Division 1 winners, as was Aberlour’s Andy Cameron in Division 2. In the uncompleted Division 3, Jim Farquhar of Elgin was declared winner with, perhaps Jamie Rankin’s Juniors being the most unlucky team, having had 2 games left to play. In Division 4 Charlie Watt jnr’s Forres rink were probably the unofficial ‘Team of the Season”, winning the title with a 100% record and a shots total of 153.

The Open Knockout was won by Ali Fraser, the Ladies’ knockout by Fiona Steel and the Mixed Knockout by Wilson Burnett. The Mixed Pairs champions were Hamish and Moira Clark and the Province Points and Nicol Quaich were not played, though we hope to schedule the Nicol Quaich early next season.

Throughout the season the university club saw 2 groups of French and Canadian exchange students come and try the sport, they also enjoyed it.

SCOTTISH CURLING HIGHLAND & MORAY AREA 13
PRESIDENT’S REPORT 2019/20

Having originally written this report at the beginning of April I have had to revise it quite a bit as time has gone on. While we didn’t quite manage to get the season completed, we were luckier than most sports people.

I’ll start, as last year, by thanking our very able match secretary, Richard Mackenzie, for his enthusiasm and ability in organising the 4 Area bonspiels again this year. I would also like to congratulate him and his rink in winning three and being runners up in the other bonspiel. 

In last year’s report I noted Allan Maclennan had taken on the post of junior rep. Shortly afterwards he retired from the Clydesdale Bank, sold his house and moved to Edinburgh. He attended the first Areas Standing Committee (ASC) meeting with me in Edinburgh but has since resigned as, living out with the Area he felt he should not be our rep. Since then I have been looking for someone to take over from me as of this meeting. We need new blood to take over.

 I have attended the 6 ASC meetings held during the season, the last one being in Inverness prior to the Tamnavulin. Two subsequent meetings were cancelled.

#There is an incoming Canadian Ladies’ Tour in November, playing at both Elgin & Inverness. We have committed to assist the Area curlers financially.

#There is also an outgoing Ladies’ Tour to the USA in January 2021 and Area 13 will be represented by the following: Ann Gibb, who is vice captain, Fiona MacLaren and Linda Hoskins. We wish them good luck, good curling, great experiences and memories and friendships that will last a lifetime.

The Indoor Grand Match, due to be held on 24 October, has now been rescheduled for October 2021.

As curling is going through difficult times I propose that all the organisations involved in curling in the Area including the Inverness Ice Centre Board, Moray Leisure, Area 13, the Provinces, the Development Groups, UHI, schools, etc, meet in, say, early September to formulate ways to work together better to promote the game in the Area and try to inject new life into curling. I don’t have any great vision of what can be achieved but I feel we have to keep trying to re-energise curling.

Scottish Curling has been undertaking a Structure Review over the last few years and issued a questionnaire some time ago to ascertain the views of the members. It ran into criticism as it ignored the present structure and thus introduced a bias towards change. The main changes proposed were the introduction of a junior Vice President and changing from Area representation to a Members’ National Committee with two reps elected through ice rinks, one male and one female. Thus rinks with few curlers and only 2 or 3 days of curling per week would have the same representation as Murrayfield or Perth. The new Bye-laws which were to be proposed at the RCCC AGM on 27 June this year have been postponed until next year’s AGM.

I’m not convinced tampering with the structure is going to address the real issues of rinks closing, and declining and ageing membership.

My time as ASC rep for this Area is up and we are looking tonight for two new reps. This would possibly be for one year only if the proposed changes to the structure go through at the AGM as the Members’ National Committee is due to be formed in June 2021.

Nationally the big news was the closure of the rink at Braehead. The Glasgow curlers were actively searching for a new venue but, as far as I know, no progress has been made.

 The cancellation of all the World Championships, especially the Mens’ Worlds in Glasgow, left us with a very incomplete season. Let’s hope these championships return to Scotland in the near future.

Without club Province and Area AGMs this year we have to be proactive in ensuring we do not lose members for next season. There is a danger some of our older members and also those who are less committed to curling drift away. Keep in touch with your club members during the next few months.

Finally, thank you to Keith and Richard and all the Province reps who have worked hard for North curling over the past year.

Hopefully we will meet on the ice in September.
